• Participate in ELWA orientation. 
• Serve as an ambassador for the East Lake Foundation (ELF) in the community. 
• Volunteer at a minimum of three (3) designated community service activities each calendar 

year. Note: Background checks are required to volunteer at Drew Charter School. 
• Attend ELWA socials and golf outings as your schedule permits. 
• Make an annual donation of $1,000 or more to the East Lake Foundation. 
• Participate in the process to select the ELWA grant recipient each year.
